Foundation grant for $2000.

Mr. Jett updated the Board on the BEAT Center Timeline and the renovations to the Williams
Avenue Building, as follows:

o BEAT Center Timeline - Bid Process should be completed within the month of
February and construction to begin before the end of school.

o Williams Avenue — Inside renovation should be finished by end of May and outside
renovation by the end of July. We will begin Pre-K classes in August of this year. (9 Pre-K
classes)
